It is widely recognized that the active support and contribution 
of non-Party stakeholders – the private sector, civil society, 
local authorities and individuals, including youth – is essential 
for the successful implementation of the Paris Agreement. 
Under the banner of Global Climate Action (GCA), United 
Nations Climate Change engages with and promotes 
non-Party stakeholder climate action. However, stakeholders 
in the Global South, including in the MENA and South Asia, 
traditionally have not actively engaged with GCA activities,  
while they have been undertaking climate action.
